The number of deliveries includes the
number of items taken directly by the
customer and the number of collections
includes the number of items brought
directly to Furnistore by the donor. lItis
worth noting that Tandridge is an overall
donor borough and Reigate and
Banstead is an overall receiver of goods.

We received approx.3000 items into
Furnistore and issued approx 2500 items.
We delivered 89 of essential white goods,
approx. 610 beds or mattresses, 510
items of bedroom furniture, approx 500
sofas and easy chairs and approx. 600
items of dining furniture.

Many donators will now bring in smaller
items in cars or vans and clients will take
smaller items with them in order to reduce
the number of journeys made.
